1. The controller of the personal data processed as part of the scholarship competition is the “Memory and Future” Centre, ul. Grabiszyńska 184, 53-235 Wrocław.

3. The personal data of applicants will be processed in order to carry out the current scholarship competition on the basis of expressed consent (Article 6 (1)(a) GDPR).
4. The data subject has the right to withdraw the consent at any time without affecting the lawfulness of the processing which took place on the basis of the consent prior to its withdrawal.
5. The data subject has the right to request, at any time, access to data, rectification or erasure thereof, or restriction of processing. Making a request to erase the data is tantamount to resignation from participation in the competition organised by the Centre.
6. A data recipient can include an entity acting on behalf of the data controller, i.e. an entity providing IT services with regard to servicing and removing failures.
7. Application documents of the persons who qualify for the next stage in the scholarship competition will be included in the minutes of the work of the scholarship commission, will be stored in accordance with office instructions, until 15.01.2021, and then transferred to the facility archive.
8. Application documents of the candidate who will be selected in the scholarship competition will be included in the documentation of the scholarship programme for the year 2019. 
9. The candidates who were not selected may collect their offers until 29.11.2019. On 30.11.2019, the collected data of those candidates will be destroyed in the presence of the commission. 
10. Applications submitted after the deadline will be destroyed in the presence of the commission on 30.11.2019. 
11. During the competition, procedure profiling will be used consisting in the creation of a ranking list by the scholarship commission after the completion of the applications’ evaluation.
